Last year at this time, Bishop Lennon asked
our four parishes to come together and form a cluster in
order to deal with the changing needs in our area and
diocese. Representatives of our parishes formed a cluster
formation team, and began meeting last July as requested
by the Bishop. Over the past several months the cluster
formation team has been prayerfully and honestly
discussing and reviewing information as it relates to our
finances, demographics, various ministries, and staffing
composites. In the coming months, we will be discerning
action steps taken from the information reviewed to form
a plan for our cluster.

At this time, we are in a good position as a
cluster. It should also be noted that none of our parishes
has been asked to close, and that has not been a
discussion piece as a part of the cluster formation
meetings. While we are not in the situation of some other
clusters who are dealing with painful decisions, our
cluster might have to make decisions that might not be
popular with everyone in an effort to deal with the
evolving changes of our area and diocese.

Additionally, we would like to calm everyone
from some of the confusion that is reported by the media.
As information needs to be passed along as it relates to
our cluster specifically; we will do so by the pulpit,
bulletin announcements, or by mail.
